Costs and Payment for Summer Camp 2019 
The basic fee that all team members are asked to pay China Service Ventures (CSV) is:
· $500 to sponsor (5) Stay Behind Children to camp ($100 = 1 child). 
China Service Ventures will pay up to $2000 to cover roundtrip from the USA to China.  All expenses associated with camp will be paid by CSV.  This includes:

· Train Tickets from Beijing to Xinyang

· Bus Transportation from Xinyang to Jigongshan “Rooster Mountain”

· Entrance Fees to Jigongshan “Rooster Mountain”

· Hotels and Lodging

· Food

Team members will pay for:

· Airfare balance in excess of $2000 tickets 
· Passport (See below)
· Travel Insurance (See below)
· Emergency Medical (Evacuation) Insurance
· Non-business Tourist Visit visa or Short Term Visit visa (See below)

· Vaccinations (if need Tetanus or Hepatitis A & B)

· “Day Off” weekend breakfasts & lunches and whatever things they wish to buy while in China

(Please know that we will have further communication with you/your group about purchasing airline tickets and China visas. Especially, in regards to airline tickets we need to coordinate the Beijing arrival times and Beijing departure times, since groups will be traveling on different planes to and from Beijing.) 
Making Payment to CSV:

Make your $500 payment on CSV’s website www.chinaserviceventures.org.  If you choose to pay by check, make it out to China Service Ventures, and add a note: (team member’s name)-2019 Summer Camp. If you would like a tax deductable receipt from CSV please add a note and include your return address or email. If you choose to pay through CSV’s website please click on Donate Now and follow the instructions. As you enter your donation information you will come to a place where you may click-on Other Comments, and there please write-in: (team member’s name)-2019 Summer Camp.
Notes about:

a. $500 is the cost to sponsor five Stay Behind children to camp ($100 = 1 child).  
b. China expenses include such costs as: hotel in Beijing, transportation and sight-seeing entrance fees in Beijing, food in Beijing, round-trip overnight trains between Beijing and Xinyang, food in camp, transportation and sight-seeing entrance fees in Xinyang and Rooster Mountain District, and CSV program support. Travel insurance: Typically we use Gallagher Charitable International Insurance Services that has quoted a price of about $50 for 14 days of travel to China. Their coverage includes emergency medical evacuation if needed. Read the fine print and the range of coverage cost choices.
c. AIRLINE TICKET prices will continue to rise as the departure date approaches.  We want to purchase tickets ASAP.  CSV will book the tickets, but we need your full name as stated on your passport and your passport number.  You will need to acquire a VISA to enter China.   
d. VISAS—We advise that team members seek a 10-year, multiple entry Tourist (non-business) Visa.  This allows people to do volunteer service work in China.  The current cost is $215. Some of our team members are Chinese and will remain in China after the camp to visit their relatives. You are responsible to apply for the visa, but we can assist you.
e. PASSPORT costs will also need to be considered if a team member does not have a passport. (Go online to U.S. Passport Services.) If a team member needs to buy a passport, NOW is the time to do it. The processing time is 4-6 weeks. The passport is needed for applying for one’s visa.
f. Vaccination costs will only be required if a team member does not have an up-to-date tetanus shot and/or if one does not have shots for hepatitis A & B. No other shots are required (i.e., Malaria & Typhoid shots are not required for the parts of China we will be.).
